Frenchman Bay (Dunbar Site)

Wall by the walkway — suggest low granite wall or granite blocks — something that people might
be able to sit-on.

Ramp and stairs to the field

. would require more trail work into the field.
. Owners are not likely to support this much access
. Decision: eliminate anything that encourages people to enter the field- no stairs, no ramp

and no trail.
Lighting - no need for lighting at this site

Mountable Curb — need to balance safety, turning movements of RV’s, and snow plowing.
MDOT can make this judgment.

Seating — hope that some of the seats face to the water.
